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Non-Nevada Strikes, by Christie Gregory 
Hello everyone! The convention has come and gone. I had a great time visiting with all my 
friends. The forum was very interesting and we got a lot of questions answered. The offi-
cers, past and present, did a fine job. Thanks so much for your hard work. 
This issue, we’ll cover the state of Missouri. No strikes are currently being offered in this 
state. 
In 1995, Casino St. Charles in St. Charles, Mo. issued five strikes. They are a Riverboat, 
Blackjack, Dice, Royal Flush and Slot Machine. 
The Flamingo Hilton in Kansas City, Mo. had seven different strikes but two of the seven 
came misaligned so if you collect the variations, there are nine. The flamingo series consists 
of Flamingo Taking a Shower, Flamingo Rt. 66 and Flamingo Head in Diamond. The Rt.66 
and Flamingo Head are the two that have the misaligned variations. The other four strikes 
are the Sports series – Basketball, Baseball, Hockey and Football. 
In 1997, Harrah’s Maryland Heights, Mo. issued four strikes which were the Mardi Gras 
series. This set is the Jester, Sax Player, Bourbon Street and King and Court. 
Harrah’s in North Kansas City, MO. had five strikes. The first is the back view of a River-
boat. This strike comes in two variations, one being smooth water and the other having 
rough water.  They also had a strike showing the front view of a riverboat. The other two 
are the Jester and Bourbon Street. 
Players Island in Maryland Heights, Mo. had two strikes. They are 3 Fish and Seashells with 
Coral. 
The President on the Admiral in St. Louis, Mo. had eight strikes. The first four were the 
Wildlife Series. The next four were dated 1997 and was a Huck Finn, Dennis’ grandfather, 
series. They are Huck Finn Hunting, Huck Finn Resting with Pipe, Huck Finn on Raft and 
Mark Twain Sitting in Chair. The President also offered some $20 strikes. They had the 
Gamblers Series, set of four plus the elusive Mark Twain Series. I’m not sure how many are 
in this set but I’m thinking there were four. I only have one which depicts Huck Finn and a 
man of color by a barrel. This is a very rare set. 
Sam’s Town in Kansas City, Mo. had eight strikes. The first set was the Sports Series – 
Baseball, Basketball, Football and Hockey. The other set of four was the Gamblers Series. 
St Jo Frontier Casino in St. Joseph, Mo. had five $10 strikes. They are a Good Luck Horse-
shoe, Pony Express, Train, Stagecoach and Buffalo. They also had the same five strikes in 
$20 denomination. 
The Station Casino in Kansas City, Mo. had a set of four, the Gamblers Series but the Slot
